8:15 And God spake unto Noah, saying,
16 Go forth of the ark, thou, and thy wife, and thy sons, and thy sons’ wives with thee.
17 Bring forth with thee every living thing that is with thee, of all flesh, both of fowl,

and of cattle, and of every creeping thing that creepeth upon the earth; that they may
breed abundantly in the earth, and be fruitful, and multiply upon the earth.

18 And Noah went forth, and his sons, and his wife, and his sons’ wives with him:

19 Every beast, every creeping thing, and every fowl, and whatsoever creepeth upon
the earth, after their kinds, went forth out of the ark.

Gen 9:1-17
e 9:1-7
— Reinforces marriage and procreation
— Possibly the beginning of animals fearing humans
— Humans become omnivores (need for protein)
— Institution of capital punishment

e 9:8-17: The Noahic Covenant
— No more global flood (11)
— The rainbow (13)

e never possible with canopy
e the speed of light has been slowing down

Closing on Noah

Gen 9:18-29
e 9:18-19: Noah’s sons

e 9:20-27: Noah’s drunkenness

— Noah becomes a man of the ground (farmer) of vineyard

— Drank wine and passed out naked drunk

— Ham “saw” his nakedness and told

— Shem and Ham cover him honorably

— Noah saw what happened

— Canaan is cursed (Ham) and will serve Shem; Shem and Japheth blessed
e 9:28-29: Noah’s lifespan

— 500 years old: all sons alive (5:32)

— 600 years old: enters ark (7:6)

— 601 years old: exits ark (8:13)

— 950 years old: Noah dies (9:29)



Descendants of Japheth

10:1 Now these are the generations of the sons of
Noah, Shem, Ham, and Japheth: and unto them were
sons born after the flood.

2 The sons of Japheth; Gomer, and Magog, and Madai,
and Javan, and Tubal, and Meshech, and Tiras.

3 And the sons of Gomer; Ashkenaz, and Riphath, and
Togarmah.

4 And the sons of Javan; Elishah, and Tarshish, Kittim,
and Dodanim.
5 By these were the isles of the Gentiles divided in

their lands; every one after his tongue, after their
families, in their nations.

15 And Canaan begat Sidon his firstborn, and Heth,
16 And the Jebusite, and the Amorite, and the Girgasite,
17 And the Hivite, and the Arkite, and the Sinite,

18 And the Arvadite, and the Zemarite, and the Hamathite: and
afterward were the families of the Canaanites spread abroad.

19 And the border of the Canaanites was from Sidon, as thou
comest to Gerar, unto Gaza; as thou goest, unto Sodom, and
Gomorrah, and Admah, and Zeboim, even unto Lasha.

20 These are the sons of Ham, after their families, after their
tongues, in their countries, and in their nations.

10:21 Unto Shem also, the father of all the children of Eber, the brother of Japheth
the elder, even to him were children born.

22 The children of Shem; Elam, and Asshur, and Arphaxad, and Lud, and Aram.
23 And the children of Aram; Uz, and Hul, and Gether, and Mash.
24 And Arphaxad begat Salah; and Salah begat Eber.

25 And unto Eber were born two sons: the name of one was Peleg; for in his days
was the earth divided; and his brother’s name was Joktan.

26 And Joktan begat Almodad, and Sheleph, and Hazarmaveth, and Jerah,
27 And Hadoram, and Uzal, and Diklah,

28 And Obal, and Abimael, and Sheba,

— Patriarchal lifespan (@200 years)

— 1:5 “And it was so, when the days of their feasting were gone about,
that Job sent and sanctified them, and rose up early in the morning,
and offered burnt offerings according to the number of them all: for
Job said, It may be that my sons have sinned, and cursed God in their
hearts. Thus did Job continually.”

Begins with 7 sons and 3 daughters

God allowed Satan to afflict Job

Satan’s attacks misconstrued as from God

Job was later restored
— Ends with 7 sons and 3 daughters

Perspectives on Suffering

Author: suffering is pernicious (satanic)

Job: suffering is a puzzle (serious)

Friends: suffering is penal (sinful)

Elihu (God of him): suffering purifies (shortcomings)
God: suffering is providential (sovereign)

Friends:

— Eliphaz (God of gold) the Temanite: theologian (the greatness of God)

— Bildad (?) the Shuhite: traditionalist (principles of justice)

— Zophar (departing) the Naamathite: moralist (concepts of human wisdom)
