— (2) subdue it
— (3) have dominion

2:4 These are the generations of the heavens and
of the earth when they were created, in the day
that the LORD God made the earth and the
heavens.

¢ CAN mean any contiguous period of time

¢ Can also mean a 24 hour period of time

¢ Thus the gap-theory, day-age, 6 literal day debate
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How To Deal With “Evidences”

Measure of time through measure of light years

— Appears to produce a 15 billion year old galaxy
Six days = 144 hours
Day 1 — 3 without sunlight

Day 3 = plant life
Must maintain equal extrapolation of time
Rainfall from day 3 — Gen 2:5 through days 6&7?

How Do We Account For the Days

¢ Gen 2:3 And God blessed the seventh day, and sanctified it:
because that in it he had rested from all his work which
God created and made.

¢ Ex 20:8-11 Remember the sabbath day, to keep it holy. Six
days shalt thou labour, and do all thy work: But the seventh
day is the sabbath of the LORD thy God: in it thou shalt not
do any work, thou, nor thy son, nor thy daughter, thy
manservant, nor thy maidservant, nor thy cattle, nor thy
stranger that is within thy gates: For in six days the LORD
made heaven and earth, the sea, and all that in them is,
and rested the seventh day: wherefore the LORD blessed
the sabbath day, and hallowed it.

e Itis notin the Genesis account of creation that the six
literal days is codified, it is later in the giving of the Law

¢ 2:5And every plant of the field before it was in the earth, and every herb
of the field before it grew: for the LORD God had not caused it to rain
upon the earth, and there was not a man to till the ground.

* 6 But there went up a mist from the earth, and watered the whole face of
the ground.

¢ 7 And the LORD God formed man of the dust of the ground, and breathed
into his nostrils the breath of life; and man became a living soul.

¢ 8 And the LORD God planted a garden eastward in Eden; and there he put
the man whom he had formed.

¢ 9 And out of the ground made the LORD God to grow every tree that is
pleasant to the sight, and good for food; the tree of life also in the midst of
the garden, and the tree of knowledge of good and evil.

¢ 15 And the LORD God took the man, and put him into the garden
of Eden to dress it and to keep it.

Paradise Demands

e 2:16 And the LORD God commanded the man,
saying, Of every tree of the garden thou
mayest freely eat:

and evil, thou shalt not eat of it: for in the day
that thou eatest thereof thou shalt surely die.

¢ Was man required to dress and keep the tree
of the knowledge of good and evil?

e 2:18 And the LORD God said, It is not good that the
man should be alone; | will make him an help meet for
him.

¢ 19 And out of the ground the LORD God formed every
beast of the field, and every fowl of the air; and
brought them unto Adam to see what he would call
them: and whatsoever Adam called every living
creature, that was the name thereof.

* 20 And Adam gave names to all cattle, and to the fowl
of the air, and to every beast of the field; but for Adam
there was not found an help meet for him.

e 2:21 And the LORD God caused a deep sleep to fall upon
Adam, and he slept: and he took one of his ribs, and closed
up the flesh instead thereof;

¢ 22 And the rib, which the LORD God had taken from man,
made he a woman, and brought her unto the man.

¢ 23 And Adam said, This is now bone of my bones, and flesh
of my flesh: she shall be called Woman, because she was
taken out of Man.

e 24 Therefore shall a man leave his father and his mother,
and shall cleave unto his wife: and they shall be one flesh.

¢ 25 And they were both naked, the man and his wife, and
were not ashamed.”

Temptation & Fall

3:1 Now the serpent was more subtil than any beast of the field which the
LORD God had made. And he said unto the woman, Yea, hath God said, Ye
shall not eat of every tree of the garden?

2 And the woman said unto the serpent, We may eat of the fruit of the
trees of the garden:

3 But of the fruit of the tree which is in the midst of the garden, God hath
said, Ye shall not eat of it, neither shall ye touch it, lest ye die.

4 And the serpent said unto the woman, Ye shall not surely die:

5 For God doth know that in the day ye eat thereof, then your eyes shall
be opened, and ye shall be as gods, knowing good and evil.

3:15 And | will put enmity between thee and the woman, and
between thy seed and her seed; it shall bruise thy head, and thou
shalt bruise his heel.

16 Unto the woman he said, | will greatly multiply thy sorrow and
thy conception; in sorrow thou shalt bring forth children; and thy
desire shall be to thy husband, and he shall rule over thee.

17 And unto Adam he said, Because thou hast hearkened unto the
voice of thy wife, and hast eaten of the tree, of which | commanded
thee, saying, Thou shalt not eat of it: cursed is the ground for thy
sake; in sorrow shalt thou eat of it all the days of thy life;

18 Thorns also and thistles shall it bring forth to thee; and thou
shalt eat the herb of the field;

19 In the sweat of thy face shalt thou eat bread, till thou return
unto the ground; for out of it wast thou taken: for dust thou art,
and unto dust shalt thou return.

Jer 4:23-26 | beheld the earth, and, lo, it was without
form (771), and void (773); and the heavens, and they
had no light. | beheld the mountains, and, lo, they
trembled, and all the hills moved lightly. | beheld, and, lo,
there was no man, and all the birds of the heavens were
fled.

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The Gap Theory (cont.)

Ezek 28:13-18 Thou hast been in Eden the garden of God; every precious
stone was thy covering, the sardius, topaz, and the diamond, the beryl, the
onyx, and the jasper, the sapphire, the emerald, and the carbuncle, and gold:
the workmanship of thy tabrets and of thy pipes was prepared in thee in the
day that thou wast created. Thou art the anointed cherub that covereth; and |
have set thee so: thou wast upon the holy mountain of God; thou hast walked
up and down in the midst of the stones of fire. Thou wast perfect in thy ways
from the day that thou wast created, till iniquity was found in thee. By the
multitude of thy merchandise they have filled the midst of thee with violence,
and thou hast sinned: therefore | will cast thee as profane out of the mountain
of God: and | will destroy thee, O covering cherub, from the midst of the
stones of fire. Thine heart was lifted up because of thy beauty, thou hast
corrupted thy wisdom by reason of thy brightness: | will cast thee to the
ground, | will lay thee before kings, that they may behold thee. Thou hast
defiled thy sanctuaries by the multitude of thine iniquities, by the iniquity of
thy traffick; therefore will | bring forth a fire from the midst of thee, it shall
devour thee, and | will bring thee to ashes upon the earth in the sight of all
them that behold thee.
